Demian commented that the wiki is somewhat inconsistent at this point – it offers some very high-end standards in one location (which don't appear to cite their origins) and then also has the NDNP guidelines in another location. The NDNP guidelines are lower-end than the others. It would be helpful to clarify how these things relate to one another. Perhaps the higher-end standards should be described as a “perfect world” scenario. Realistically, I don't expect to see those DPIs used very often (even Villanova doesn't go that high, and they aim to a fairly high standard).

The NDNP guidelines talk about microfilm often being an ideal source for scanning. It is true that this may be significantly more cost-effective, but issues of image quality should be considered. The bitonal nature of microfilm often greatly reduces the quality of photos, etc., and it would be preferable for the digital copy to more faithfully capture the original quality if possible.

The NDNP guidelines also talk about ALTO data for mapping OCR to regions on the page. Unfortunately, to Demian's knowledge, there are no open tools that generate this data – meeting that part of the standard would require using commercial software and/or a vendor. That may or may not be a problem, but it's something to keep in mind. (This limitation is part of the reason that Villanova's digital library does not currently map search result text to positions on the page).

Shana commented that more information regarding pros and cons would be helpful.


Question: who is working on this? When will things like metadata section of guidelines be filled in?

Question: where is this coming from? How were choices made? Why no citations?

Question: why no links to Library of Congress / ALA pages on the subject?

Suggestion: show table of recommendations from different organizations regarding DPIs, etc.
